Economic Relations Between Lebanon and Brazil

Trade Exchange

Brazil ranked 12" among the most important sources of Lebanese imports in 2024,
accounting for approximately 0.4% of total Lebanese imports. It ranked 44" among the
most important destinations for Lebanese exports in 2024, representing about 2.4% of total
exports.

Lebanese exports to Brazil in 2024 amounted to around $10.6 million, while imports from
Brazil reached approximately $400.9 million, resulting in a trade deficit of $390.3 million.

The trade balance between Lebanon and Brazil has been in continuous deficit in Brazil’s
favor from 1993 through 2024. The deficit ranged from a low of $47.6 million in 2002 to
a high of $390.3 million in 2024.

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The Development of Trade Exchange between Lebanon and Brazil

The value of Lebanese exports to Brazil rose from $0.7 million in 1993 to $10.6 million in
2024—an increase of more than 15 times. Meanwhile, Lebanese imports from Brazil
during the same period rose from $63.4 million to $400.9 million—over 6 times higher.

Overall, trade between the two countries followed an upward trend from 1993 to 2024.
Lebanese exports to Brazil reached a record high of $61.8 million in 2008, while imports
from Brazil hit a record value of $400.9 million in 2024.

Lebanese exports to Brazil in 2024 were notably undiversified, with a single customs
chapter—fertilizers—accounting for approximately 74% of total exports. Similarly,
Lebanese imports from Brazil were also concentrated, with three customs chapters
comprising around 78% of total imports.

In 2024, Lebanon imported about $381.6 million worth of animal products, agricultural
goods, and food industry items from Brazil, representing 95% of total Lebanese imports
from Brazil. This category made up only 19% of Lebanon’s total imports from all
countries. In contrast, Lebanon exported about $1.9 million worth of similar goods to
Brazil, representing 18% of its exports to the country, compared to 26% of Lebanon’s total
exports to all countries in that category. Over the past five years, the value of Lebanese
exports to Brazil increased by 476%, with the largest growth observed in fats and oils
(318%), plastics (261%), and cereal preparations (213%).

The products with the highest export potential from Brazil to Lebanon include soybeans,
unroasted and non-decaffeinated coffee, and soybean oilcake. Brazil has the strongest
supply capacity in raw sugarcane. However, passenger cars are the product with the highest
demand potential in Lebanon.

Bilateral relations between Lebanon and Brazil are longstanding, close, and well-
established. In recent years, these ties have been reinforced through key agreements,
including the Investment Promotion and Protection Agreement signed in 1998, and the
Technical and Scientific Cooperation Agreement signed in 2010. However, a Double
Taxation Avoidance Agreement has not yet been concluded.

Lebanon and MERCOSUR Countries

Lebanon signed a Memorandum of Understanding on trade and economic cooperation with
the Southern Common Market (MERCOSUR) countries in December 2014 in Argentina.
The agreement was published in Lebanon’s Official Gazette (Issue No. 5, 2015).
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MERCOSUR currently includes five Latin American countries: Brazil, Argentina,
Uruguay, Paraguay, and Venezuela. Negotiations are ongoing for the accession of
additional countries such as Bolivia, Chile, Ecuador, Peru, and Colombia.

Established to create a free trade area, MERCOSUR spans over 12 million square
kilometers and encompasses a consumer market of 450 million people. The bloc's
combined GDP is estimated at over $5.6 trillion.

This agreement holds strategic importance for strengthening trade and economic ties
between Lebanon and the Lebanese diaspora, particularly in countries where individuals
of Lebanese descent play a vital role in economic development. There are an estimated 10
million people of Lebanese origin in Brazil and 2 million in Argentina and Paraguay.

The memorandum of understanding between Lebanon and MERCOSUR aims to promote
trade and mutual investment through the establishment of a free trade area in accordance
with World Trade Organization (WTO) rules and regulations. To this end, the two parties
agreed to form a joint committee responsible for exchanging information on applied tariff
rates, tariff quotas among contracting parties, and trade relations with third parties, as well
as their respective trade policies.

The joint committee also exchanges information on market access, customs and non-
customs measures, sanitary and phytosanitary regulations, technical standards and
legislation, rules of origin, safeguard measures, anti-dumping and countervailing measures,
special customs regimes, and dispute resolution mechanisms.

Another key responsibility of the committee is to define the negotiation framework for
establishing a free trade area among the contracting parties.

Draft Memorandum of Understanding Between the Federation of Brazilian Foreign
Trade Chambers and the Federation of Chambers of Commerce, Industry, and
Agriculture in Lebanon

The Federation of Brazilian Foreign Trade Chambers, hereinafter referred to as FCCE,
represents the Brazilian foreign trade sector. It encompasses over 100 bilateral and federal
foreign trade chambers and has signed multiple agreements with bilateral chambers from
countries including Argentina, Bolivia, Canada, Chile, Cuba, Ecuador, Mexico, Paraguay,
Suriname, Uruguay, Trinidad and Tobago, and Venezuela.

The Federation of Chambers of Commerce, Industry, and Agriculture in Lebanon,
hereinafter referred to as FCCIAL, includes the four regional chambers in Lebanon:
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e The Chamber of Commerce, Industry, and Agriculture of Beirut and Mount
Lebanon (CCIABML)

e The Chamber of Commerce, Industry, and Agriculture of Sidon and South Lebanon
(CCIAS)

e The Chamber of Commerce, Industry, and Agriculture of Tripoli and North
Lebanon (CCIAT)

e The Chamber of Commerce, Industry, and Agriculture of Zahle and the Bekaa
(CCIAZ)

FCCE’s mission is to strengthen and develop mechanisms that enable international
chambers of commerce and their affiliated institutions to improve their capabilities and
performance in alignment with Brazil’s foreign economic policy. It also serves as a
platform for coordination among its members in shaping public and foreign trade policy.

FCCIAL’s mission is to safeguard the common interests of Lebanon’s four regional
chambers, enhance their collaboration with the Lebanese government and other national
and international institutions, organize economic conferences and exhibitions (both local
and international), and represent the chambers in accordance with applicable laws and
regulations. It also represents the collective interests of the chambers before public
authorities and in discussions with Arab, foreign, and international delegations, and it
collaborates with official bodies to organize, develop, and grow the national economy,
while exchanging views, data, and information with international and foreign organizations
concerned with economic affairs.

Recognizing the importance of trade and investment relations between Brazil and
Lebanon—particularly in the areas of goods, services, trade, and investment—and
acknowledging the strategic nature of their economic and commercial partnership, FCCE
and FCCIAL, as representatives of the private sectors in their respective countries, see
significant mutual benefit in enhanced cooperation.

This understanding is further supported by the strong ties between Lebanon and FCCE,
especially since the establishment in November 2018 of the first Lebanese—Brazilian
Chamber Council, which includes chambers from Sao Paulo, Rio de Janeiro, Minas Gerais,
Brasilia, Parg, and Rio Grande do Sul.

Purpose of the Memorandum of Understanding

The purpose of this MoU is to establish principles and guidelines for reinforcing
cooperation between FCCE and FCCIAL, with the goal of improving the business
environment within and between both countries.
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It is acknowledged that FCCE and FCCIAL will remain independent entities. Neither party
will act as an agent or representative of the other, nor will either have the authority to bind
the other in any contract or agreement. Each federation will act on behalf of its member
companies and represent their interests.

FCCE and FCCIAL will work jointly and voluntarily to foster job growth, improve the
business environment in Brazil and Lebanon and between them, and exchange information
to support this grow.
